A goal of this project was to transform beury hall from its current condition into a state-of-the-art 
university science, research, and teaching facility, fully accessible by all faculty, students, and visitors.

Beury Hall, located at Temple University’s main 

campus in north Philadelphia, has been serving 

undergraduate and graduate student programs 

since 1962. The science facility contains class-

rooms, teaching and research labs, lecture halls, 

offices, and support space predominantly for 

Temple University’s Chemistry Department. The 

wear and tear of 40+ years of use necessitated 

the upgrade of the building’s systems, interior 

spaces, and building envelope. 

	 STV provided architectural and engineering 

design for the renovation of this 5-floor building 

that contains classrooms, teaching laboratories, 

lecture halls, research laboratories, and ancillary 

space. The design and subsequent renovation of 

Beury Hall was executed in five phases, which 

allowed for early bid packages for long-lead 

items, such as HVAC and electrical equipment, 

elevators, and laboratory casework and fume 

hoods, as well as continued use of the facility 

during construction.

	 STV’s design services encompassed pro-

gramming; field surveying to develop as-built 

drawings of all of the building systems on the 

ground through fourth floors and the roof; pre-

paring conceptual, schematic, and final design 

and construction documents; and performing bid 

and construction administration phase services 

and construction support. 

	 STV designed replacement window units, 

curtainwall, entrance systems, and other interior 

finishes, as well as for the replacement of the 

roof after new HVAC equipment was installed. 

All laboratories were upgraded to provide state-

of-the-art and ADA-accessible space.
