A particularly important aspect of this site was the extraordinary character of the natural landscape 
unencumbered by development with long vistas to ponds and fields.

Due to the demands posed by increased enroll-

ment, SUNY New Paltz needed a residence hall 

that combined a distinct residential atmosphere 

with additional space for classrooms. STV was 

asked to complete the programming, facilities 

planning, architecture, and engineering services 

on a fast-track basis for this 231-bed residence 

hall.

	 The site for the 76,000-sf facility is located 

in a developing area at the edge of the campus, 

as an anchor for future expansion. STV also de-

signed the residence hall to be integrated with 

other nearby construction activities, and coordi-

nated with long-range site objectives of the area, 

such as the creation of a new campus entrance 

and road system. 

	 STV designed parking and pedestrian ac-

cess in a manner to preserve the original quali-

ties of the site. Parking was designed in clusters 

to preserve islands of existing trees and pedes-

trian paths were designed to move naturally 

through the undulating landscape and around 

the ponds. STV perfomed siting that was cog-

nizant of existing adjacent buildings and future 

buildings on the expanding campus
